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Committee Role – Club Coach
Overview

The Club Coach acts as the contact between the Coaching Team* and the Committee. Responsible for ensuring that quality training sessions are being held as planned and for communicating coaching issues or needs to the Committee. Ensures all coaching activities are conducted in a safe and professional environment.

Specific activities/jobs

· Acts as a point of contact for the Coaching Team and be the coaching representative/liaison with the Committee, to represent the coaches’ views and needs to the Committee with the intent of enabling all coaches to offer the best possible training sessions for members.

· Ensure the club has a sufficiently qualified Coaching Team and to succession plan by assisting new and existing coaches via the UKA coaching pathway. Keep up to date with UKA coaching standards.
· To keep information on training sessions, the Coaching Team, and other relevant information up to date on the website. 
· Ensuring that the coaching offered and supplied by the Coaching Team reflects the needs of club members. 
General duties and responsibilities

· Ensure accountability in the Coaching Team where coaching funds are allocated
